THE SCHEDULE IS TENTATIVE AND SUBJECT TO CHANGE. 

 
Competition will be held at the ESPN Wide World of Sports Complex (18 courts) and the Orange County Convention 
Center (67 courts).  There are two facilities at ESPN Wide World of Sports – the Milk House and Jostens Center.  At the 
Orange County Convention Center, competition will be held in North Hall A and B.   
 
Pool Play will be conducted in waves during the first 3 days of competition. Teams will play during either an AM or PM 
wave. Typically, the AM wave will run from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. and the PM wave will run from 2:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. 
These times may vary depending on pool size. The 16 Club, 17 Club, 18 Club divisions will have challenge matches on 
the evening of June 22 for the Championship bracket, and 18 Open will have challenge matches June 21. Schedule is 
subject to change. 
 
The complete schedule will be available through AES at www.advancedeventsystems.com  and 
www.aauvolleyball.org approximately one week prior to the competition. Coaches must attend the coaches meeting to 
receive any schedule or rule updates.

The 16 Club, 17 Club, 18 Club divisions will have challenge matches on the evening of June 22 for the Championship 
bracket, and 18 Open will have challenge matches June 21 for the Championship bracket.  Brackets for other divisions in 
18 Open and 15 Open will be held on June 22.  Brackets for 16s, 17s and 18 Club will be held on June 23.  
 
There will be multiple brackets in each age division.  All Championship Division Finals will be played at the ESPN Wide 
World of Sports Complex. Other Division Finals (consolation, red, white, etc.) may be played at either facility and at 
varying times.   
 
The times below are the start times for the Championship Final.  For the 16 Classic and 18 Club divisions, play for other 
brackets will continue past the championship final.  The last 16 Classic match is scheduled at 4:00 pm and the last 18 
Club match is scheduled at 5:00 p.m.
